April 26, 2010

Meeting called to order by President Buddy Young at 7:05 pm

Secretary:  Jolene Clark reported that the minutes from the last meeting are posted on the website.  There were no additions or corrections.

Treasurer:  Janie Wilson asked that the board create a budget for next year.
Marketing and Merchandising Report:  Catherine Woods reported that they would like to make survival kits for band camp and that she is looking for donations.  Anyone interested in helping should talk to Catherine.

Uniforms:  Mary Anne Wiley reported that they need to “debling” uniforms for the dry cleaners.  Any volunteers are welcome to help on May 6th at 6:30 pm.  

Equipment and Pit:  Everything will need to be moved out of the band room to Moreland Ridge Middle School by the last day of school.  Students and volunteers can help with the move on June 2nd.  

Concessions and Performance Food:  Linda Ray-McKenna reported that next year they would like to charge $5 per performance for food.  Any extra money would be used to buy equipment which would allow the parents to make a variety of foods and give the students some healthier choices.  
PR and Donations:  Eric Riker has volunteered to take the PR and Donations Committee position for next year.

Volunteer Coordinator:  Next year, Buddy Young suggested that the volunteer coordinator also serve as the president elect.  Then, that person will have served on the board and will know can train with the current president to become the president the following year. 

Webmaster and Communications:  Renee Loenen reported that next year David Andrews will be the webmaster.

Unfinished Business:

Band Banquet:  The committee reported that they have a commitment for a catering company and that invitations have been passed out to students and is also available on the website.  There will also be a silent auction that evening.  The committee needs someone to coordinate the technical equipment.  Mrs. Goff will meet with the committee to coordinate details.
Election nominations:  Mr. McKenna will be the chairman of the nominating committee and is looking for volunteers to help with that committee.

New Business:

A mandatory parents meeting will be held on June 1st at 7:00 pm in the PAC.

Band Director’s Report:  Mrs. Goff reported that the band has been busy.  The Jazz band performed at 18th & Vine and the Symphonic Band at MSU in Springfield.  Both groups did well and the Symphonic Band won lots of awards.  The bands finished their concert, but still have Southern Exposure and Graduation.  Auditions are being held for guard and 40 students showed up to try out.  Percussion auditions are coming up as well as section leader interviews and drum major auditions.  Mrs. Goff also reminded parents that the deadline for the music booster scholarship is coming up and that students need to make sure they turn everything (including transcripts) in before the deadline.   The summer schedule has been set with summer camp beginning in July.  There will also be a car wash fundraiser during band camp.  Most of it will be held at Moreland Ridge Middle School because of the construction.   There is also concern because of state budget cuts.  There will need to be more fundraisers to help offset some of the costs of the summer band program so that they don’t need to increase the costs for students to participate in band.   The band will also be playing for a teachers meeting to give the staff a better awareness of the band program.
Don Buckle donated CD’s full of photographs that he has taken over the last four years.  The parents and students appreciate all his work taking photos at all the games and competitions over the last four years and allowing the band to have copies of them.
