The meeting was called to order by Dana Speigle at 7:00 P.M.

Secretary Report:  No additions or corrections.

Treasurer’s Report:  Given by Mike McKenna.   As of today, we have $19,327.30 in the bank.  This does not include our profit from the 2010 Fall Fun Fest Bingo Tent of $2,824.26. Mrs. Goff had requested the Bingo money be used for scholarships for all seniors, divided equally.  Total deposits from June, 2010 to today have been $69,542.84.  We have had several returned checks since June 2010 totaling $4,190.36.  We expect to have expenses related to the Banquet, but that the fees for attendance should offset those expenses. Whatever balance is remaining should be expected to pay for the beginning expenses for the 2011 marching season.
Committee Reports:

Marketing and Merchandise:  It was reported that Cathy Andrews and her crew did a fantastic job selling merchandise at the MCCGA competition.  She had a large selection and variety of items to choose from.  The best part was she found a company that was willing to let us return any unsold merchandise.

Uniforms:  Mary Ann sent seven marching hats back to the company for repairs.  Mr. Padget stated he thought they came in today but hadn’t checked yet.  She would like to get the Tux’s turned in sooner this year.  She suggested taking them to Ross Cleaners and telling them you are from BSSHS and get a discount.  Should be around $7.50.  If you don’t want to mess with it just turn them in along with $10.00 and Mary Ann will take them.  She will also be talking with Mrs. Goff about changing what items are given out with the band uniforms in the fall. This could change the cost of band fees.  Everything should be figured out by the time we have our mandatory meeting in June.  

Equipment:  Bud Tarter will be in charge of the Pit for the 2011 – 2012 school year, Jimmy Reichers and Bart Bishop will be helping and in charge of seeing all the trucks are loaded with the right equipment, as well as arrange transportation of equipment, when traveling to competitions.

Concessions & Performance Food:  Linda would like to have a couple of sturdy carts to pull the ice chests on.  Mr. Padget mentioned needing food for the Jazz Festival.  Linda said she had connections that would help with the cost. She also mentioned how pleased she was with the help from the students with concessions during the MCCGA competitions.  She would like to have a form ready to hand out at the mandatory meeting for the parents to fill out indicating if their child has any food allergies or special food needs.

Working to improve logistics between email communications and timing of when those announcements are posted on JaguarPride.com.
