ARTICLE II

DIRECTORS
The affairs of the Corporation shall be managed by a board of directors (the “Board of Directors”). The number of directors to constitute the first Board of Directors is three. The number of directors to constitute all subsequent Boards of Directors shall be fixed by, or in the manner provided in, the Bylaws of the Corporation, as amended from time-to-time, provided that in no event shall such number be less that three.

The directors shall serve without compensation,

ARTICLE II

PURPOSES
The purposes for which the Corporation is formed, and the business and objects to be carried on and promoted by it, are as follows:

(a) The Corporation is formed exclusively for charitable, educational or scientific purposes within the provisions of Section 355.025 of the Missouri Nonprofit Corporation Act and Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or corresponding provisions of any subsequent state, corporate or federal tax laws.

(b) Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the purposes for which the Corporation is formed shall include the provision of financial and other support for the band education of students attending Blue Springs South High School.
(c) No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private persons, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services actually rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of its exempt purposes. No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall consist of the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the Corporation shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributions of statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office, Notwithstanding any other provisions of these Articles of Incorporation, the Corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on: (1) by a corporation exempt from Federal income taxation under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1985, as amended, or the corresponding section of any future United States internal revenue law; or (2) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) or the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or the corresponding section of any future United States internal revenue law.

ARTICLE III
POWERS

The corporation shall have all the powers of a nonprofit corporation under the Missouri Nonprofit Corporation Act, and the above enumeration of the purposes of the Corporation shall not be construed to limit of be in derogation of such statutory powers; provided, however, that none of the powers of the Corporation shall be exercised to carry on activities otherwise than as an insubstantial part of its activities, which are not in themselves in furtherance of the purposes of the Corporation.

ARTICLE IV
NO LIMITATION ON PURPOSE
None of the purposes and powers specified in ARTICLES I and III shall in any way be limited or restricted by reference to or inference from the terms of any other paragraph, and such purposes and powers shall be regarded as independent purposes and powers, The enumeration of specific purposes and powers in these Articles shall not be construed to restrict in any manner the general purposes and powers of the Corporation, and the expression of one thing shall not be deemed to exclude or in any way limit by inference any purposes or powers which a nonprofit corporation has power to exercise whether expressly by the laws of the State of Missouri, now or hereafter in effect, or impliedly by any reasonable construction of such laws, Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in these Articles, the Corporation shall exercise the powers granted to it in these Articles only in connection with furtherance, directly or indirectly, of the purposes specified in the Paragraph (a) of ARTICLE II.

ARTICLE V
NOT FOR PROFIT
The Corporation is not organized for pecuniary profit, and it shall not have any power to issue certificates of stock or to declare dividends, No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of. Or be distributable to the directors or officers of the Corporation, or other private interest in the activities of the Corporation, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in ARTICLE II of these Articles. 

ARTICLE VI
LEGISLATIVE OR POLITICAL ACTIVITIES
No substantial part of the activities of the Corporation shall be attempts, by carrying on propaganda or otherwise, to influence legislation, and the Corporation shall not participate in or intervene (including the publishing or distribution of statements) in any political campaign on behalf of or against any candidate for public office.
ARTICLE VII

OPERATIONAL LIMITATIONS

Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles of Incorporation, the Corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on:
(c) by a corporation exempt from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or

(c) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended,

or corresponding sections of any future federal tax code.

ARTICLE VIII

DISSOLUTION

Upon the dissolution of the Corporation, all of the remaining assets of the Corporation shall be distributed to Blue Springs South High School, for the sole purpose of the Blue Springs South High School Band Program or to one or more organizations created and operated for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of Article II(a) of these Articles, other than for religious purposes, all of the foregoing within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or the corresponding section of any future United States internal revenue law. Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by a court of competent jurisdiction of the county in which the principal office of the Corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.
ARTICLE IX
IMMUNITY
No director of this Corporation shall be individually liable for the debts or any other liabilities of the Corporation. Any officer or director who is not compensated for his or her services on a salary or pro-rated equivalent basis shall be immune from personal liability for any civil damages arising from acts performed in his or her official capacity. The immunity shall extend only to such sanctions for which the person would not otherwise be liable but for his or her affiliation with the Corporation, This immunity shall not apply to intentional conduct, wanton or willful conduct or gross negligence. Nothing in these Articles shall be construed to create or abolish an immunity in favor of the Corporation itself.
ARTICLE X

INDEMNIFICATION
Each director and officer of the Corporation shall be indemnified by the Corporation against all reasonable costs and expenses, including counsel fees, actually and necessarily incurred by or imposed upon that person or that person’s estate in connection with defense of any action, suit or proceeding to which such person shall be made a party by reason of such person’s being or having been a director or officer of the Corporation (whether or not that person continues to be a director or officer at the time of incurring such costs or expenses), except in relation to any matter as to which such person shall be adjudged in any such action, suit or proceeding, without such judgment being reversed, to have been liable for negligence or misconduct in the performance of such person’s duties as such director or officer. In the event of the settlement of any such action, suit or proceeding, prior to the final judgment, the Corporation shall also make any such action, suit or proceeding within such settlement appears to be in the interests of the Corporation in the opinion of the majority of the directors who are not involved, or if all are involved, in the opinion of independent legal counsel selected by the Board of Directors. No director or officer of the Corporation shall be liable to any other director or officer or other person for any action taken or refused to be taken by that person as director or officer with respect to any matter within the scope of that person’s official duty except such action or neglect or failure to act shall constitute negligence or misconduct in the performance of that person’s duties as director of officer.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, all officers and directors shall receive the benefit of indemnification to the full extent allowed under Sections 355.461 through 355.501 of the Missouri Nonprofit Corporation Acct, as amended from time to time. Such indemnification shall not be deemed exclusive of any other rights to which those seeking indemnification may be entitled under these Articles of Incorporation or the Bylaws of the Corporation or any agreement, vote of disinterested directors, or otherwise.

ARTICLE XI

BYLAWS
Bylaws of the Corporation may be adopted or amended by the directors at any regular meeting or any special meeting called for that purpose, so long as they are not inconsistent with the provisions of these Articles of Incorporation.

ARTICLE XII

AMENDMENT
The Corporation reserves the right to alter, amend or repeal any provision contained in these Articles of Incorporation in the manner now or hereafter prescribed by the statutes of Missouri, and all rights and powers conferred in these Articles are granted subject to this reservation.
