This was a mandatory meeting held for all “extra curricular activity” students and parents.

The first part of the meeting was conducted by Mr. Bubalo, Activities Director.  He covered the general rules and conduct expected by our students.  

The meeting was then turned over to the separate Facility and staff who met with the parents and students in different areas to cover any additional information needed.

The band remained in the Performing Arts Center.  Before going over Jaguar Pride general information Mrs. Goff ask Buddy Young to come forward to discuss a couple pieces of unfinished business from the last parent booster meeting. 

Mr. Young brought to our attention that the committee had finished writing and correcting our Jaguar Pride Band Parents By-Laws and Article of Incorporation necessary to be a legal non-profit organization.  He then asked that we take a vote to accept or reject these documents.  It was moved and seconded to accept both documents and passed.

Then meeting was then turned over to Mrs. Goff, who, with lightening speed went over the highlights of the Jaguar Pride band handbook.

One main change this summer is the band will be meeting at Moreland Ridge Middle School due to the renovation of our new band room at South.  All practices will be as they have been in the past. Mrs. Goff mentioned how the band is one big family and how important it is to be present every day. Attendance is not only enforced by her but also by the district. She also mentioned to be sure and consider the weather and wear light color clothing, tennis shoes, and extra sun screen.  Each student should also bring a bottle or jug of ice water each day to help prevent dehydration while practicing on the field each morning. 
Conduct and listening to directions the first time is very important.  There are 200 plus students and only so many instructors.  There is no room for misbehavior.  Each student is there because they chose to be.  Everyone wants the best for their student, classmates, and school, so if there is a problem, try to talk to your section leader first.  The band follows the Jaguar Pride Code of Conduct very closely.  “All band members must recognize that any violation of the rules is grounds for dismissal from the program.”
Band Fees of $65.00 will be collected at the first practice this summer. This covers camp, tee shirts for all performances, and dry cleaning expenses for uniforms throughout the year.  
Band shoes will also need to be ordered.  The cost is $30.00.  Before ordering check with Mrs. Goff as many good shoes were found during the move.

Gloves will need to be purchased if you are in the guard for $15.00 or if you are a wind player for $3.00.

Mrs. Goff briefly touched on where we will be traveling this year for competition. Due to the cuts that have had to be made by Central Office we will not be going out of state.  Please watch your calendars for changes. 

She also mentioned some of our fundraisers, such as Cherrydale, which is usually at the beginning of the school year, a garage sale, TBA, and our carwash which is set up for Saturday, August 7th.  These are the times we not only need student participation but parents help as well.  This is why it is so important you become active in the Parents Booster club, which meets the 4th Monday of each month in the band room at 7:00P.M.  There are still committee positions available and everyone is welcome.  Just get in touch with one of the instructors or go on line and let us know you would like to help.

Mrs. Goff asked that all forms be filled out and brought to the proper area at the stage and reminded everyone, your student WILL NOT be allowed to participate until their physical forms (which are due the first day of practice) along with their $65.00 band fee are returned.
