August 24, 2009

President Buddy Young called the meeting to order at 7:05

Jolene Clark read the minutes from the June 11th meeting.  The minutes were approved.  In the future the minutes will be emailed to everyone before the meeting so they can be reviewed.

No Treasurer’s Report—Janie Wilson unable to attend

President Buddy Young reported that the Pie Auction successfully raised $3158 for the band.  He thanked the administrators for their support of the event.  He also reported that Terri Canaday accepted the position of PR and Donations chair and was able to secure a $2,000 donation for the band.  There are still two positions still open:  Performance Food Chair (Responsible for making sure the students have water before and during the home games as well as for competitions) and Volunteer Coordinator Chair (Responsible for calling and making sure there are volunteers/chaperones for the games, competitions, etc.)  Carol Keener volunteered to do the competitions and June Bottcher and Patricia Solon volunteered to do the home games.  Costco donated some water and another parent offered to check with a company willing to donate a palette of water to the band.  A request was made for parents to donate water as well, but to donate close to the games/competition due to lack of space to store water.

Marketing and Merchandising Committee Report—Catherine Woods showed one of the parent shirts (same as the student shirts, but in a different color).  This year they would also be ordering some youth sized shirts.  Hats and visors are still available.  When the weather cools, hoodies and student jackets will also be available for order.  The merchandise is on the website.

Uniform Committee Report—Mary Ann Wiley reported that the uniform fittings are almost complete.  Tuesday, August 25th volunteers are welcome to come during band practice and help finish up uniforms and pull hats.  To help keep the uniforms in better condition during storage and to transport them easier, the committee wants to have carts built for the uniforms.

Equipment/Pit Committee Report—Mrs. Goff reported that the group had been working on Saturdays and welcomes any volunteers.

Fundraising Committee—Cary Whitebread reported that the band won the $1,000 award from Macy’s for selling the most tickets to their pre-opening sale at the new store.  The Entertainment Book fundraiser is over but there are still a few outstanding books.  Cherrydale fundraiser has started.  Coming up in October will be a Tupperware fundraiser and in late October or early November a holiday wreath sale.  Nona Cady and Dana Speigel reported on the garage sale.  The date was changed to Friday, August 28th and Saturday, August 29th at the Community of Christ Church on South 7 Hwy.  The money raised will go to the band general account.  They passed around sign up sheets for the sale as well as for Wednesday and Thursday to help set up and receive donations.  Students can earn money by doing a car wash Saturday if they would like.

If the weather is hot, the band will march in t-shirts and khaki shorts.  Information will go home to parents next week.  Generally, students will need to be on the field at 5:00 pm on home football games because the band only gets a short time on the field before the football team uses it.  The band will be sitting in the end zone and a group and students will not be allowed to eat in uniform so they need to eat before games.   Students are required to stay for the entire game and will march back to the building before being dismissed.  Parents are needed to help during the game and will be given a work shirt so they can get onto the field.  New members will need shoes and orders need to be in by Friday.  Students at the Freshman Center will be sized.
